The purpose of this scholarship is to assist students pursuing and seeking a degree from the 

College of Engineering & Engineering Technology. 

 

The Award: 

The number of scholarships vary year-to-year.  Typically one to two scholarships valued at 

$2,000 each ($1,000 for fall and $1,000 for spring) are awarded. Prior recipients are eligible to 

apply for additional awards in subsequent years.  

 

Eligibility:  

1. Candidates must be enrolled in the College of Engineering and Engineering Technology.  

 

2. Candidates must be full-time undergraduate students, with at least junior standing in the 

academic year for which the award is given.  

 

3. Candidates must have a NIU cumulative Grade Point Average of 3.0 or above.  

 

4. The ETAS Scholarship shall be awarded without regard to race, color, religion, age, sex, 

national origin, disability. 

 

Requirements: 

1. Remain a major in the college for the academic year of the award. 

 

2. Maintain 3.50 NIU cumulative GPA.
